Fullarton. 

Parts were known as Frewville 
East and Frewville Estate. 

Origin of Present Name: James Frew subdivided part of 
this section and named it 
Frewville. 

When Suburb acquired 
its present name: 1864 (approx.)

Mr. F. C. Bromley, for many years secretary of the 

South Australian Lawn Tennis Association, says he has 

never seen an instance of an attitude by a woman tennis 

player which could be termed indelicate. He thinks the 

remarks of members of the London Lawn Tennis Association 

are absurd. In a recent discussion regarding the indis­

criminate photographing of women players during tourna­

ments it was said that some of the snapshots were posi­

tively indelicate, not as regards dress, but apparently 

because of the revelation of-more of the form than is 

usually seen in repose. 
Mrs. W. T. Rose, champion woman tennis player of South 

Australia for some years, said that although she thought 

the views of the English Lawn Tennis Association were 

hypocritical, she was strongly of the opinion that steps 

should be taken to prohibit photographers from sitting or 

kneeling on the ground to take snapshots of women players. 

She had never seen photographs in the Adelaide press which 

were at all objectionable, but this was perhaps because 

tennis girls here were so sensible regarding their dress. 

She referred to a picture on the cover of a tennis mag­

azine purporting to be Suzanne Lenglen. This she thought 

decidely indelicate. 
But then Suzanne Lenglen wears very little when playing 

tennis.
