The 40th Annual General Meeting held April 2021 

The 40th Annual General Meeting of the Burnside Historical Society, was 

held on the 19th April 2021 in the Burnside Community Centre at 7.30pm 

The Society was formed n 1980 with the encouragement of the then Mayor 

of Burnside, Coralie Soward, The inaugural meeting was held on the 14th 

August 1980. The first official AGM was held In April 1981 with Dr Roger 

Angove as President. 

At the 40th AGM, President Derek Bransbury addressed his report. This 

had been emailed to members earlier. Derek referred to the Covid-19  

lockdown and the extra work for the committee to manage. He particularly 

mentioned and thanked all the members who helped make a success of the 

Society through a difficult year.  

Treasurer John Thomas read out his report. A small deficit was largely 

due to the lockdown and subsequent suspension of society activities and 

membership fees. Membership has increased to 125 while the fees 

determined for 2021/22 remain as $30 single and $45 family. Alan Jones 

was elected Auditor. 

The election of the president was conducted by Roger Bills, with Derek 

Bransbury elected unopposed. Derek then conducted the election of 

remaining committee members. All were elected unopposed. The members 

are Margaret Ford as Secretary, John Thomas as Treasurer, and general 

members Gill Nield, Liz Silz, Bob Stace and David Monceaux. 

The meeting concluded with the Honourable Vickie Chapman MP giving 

Certificates of Appreciation to: Meredith Ide for persuading Council in 

2018 to appoint a History officer, Ken Lawson for organising the hall for 

meetings and Ally Preiss for organising badges and the attendance record to 

December 2020. Although not present at the time, certificates for serving on 

the committee were awarded to Anne Both  and Ross Both.
